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Below we have provided you with ARTICLE I of the CJA BY-LAWS:
The Missouri Task Force on Children’s Justice shall consist of 21 members who shall be appointed jointly by the Director of the Department of Social Services and the Missouri Supreme Court Chief Justice. The membership shall include, but not be limited to: law enforcement: judges and attorneys involved in both civil and criminal court proceedings related to child abuse and neglect: child advocates, including both attorneys for children and, where such programs are in operation court appointed special advocates (CASA); health and mental health professionals; individuals representing child protective service agencies; individuals experienced in working with children and disabilities; and representatives of parents’ groups.
The membership shall be representative of the various geographic regions and socioeconomic population of the state. Members of the task force shall be residents or employees in the State of Missouri. Not more than eleven members of the board shall be from the same political party. Members of the task force shall be appointed for a term of four years. Reappointment will be limited to three terms. Initial appointment will be comprised of staggering membership by thirds to serve two, three, and four year terms, respectively.
