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e Rate Update

Effective for dates of service on or after July 1, 2011, the MO HealthNet fee-for-maximum
allowable rates for the services listed below are increased. MO HealthNet will reimburse the
lower of the provider’s billed charge or the maximum allowable amount for the date of service
billed. Services provided as documented in an IEP are reimbursed at the Federal Financial
Participation Rate (FFP). The remainder of the allowed amount is the responsibility of the school
district originating the IEP.
