Executive Summary 

Purpose: The MO HealthNet Pharmacy Program will implement a state-specific preferred drug list. 

Why Issue 
Selected: 

Direct renin inhibitors directly target the renin-angiotensin-aldosterone system (RAAS) 
at the point of activation by inhibiting renin and blocking the conversion of 
angiotensinogen to angiotensin I, leading to decreased plasma renin activity. 
Tekturna® (aliskiren) is the only approved product in this therapeutic class. During 
Tekturna therapy the effects of increased renin levels are blocked, so that plasma 
renin activity, (inactive) angiotensin I, and (active) angiotensin II are all reduced. 
Angiotensin II, a powerful vasoconstrictor, also inhibits renin release, thus providing a 
negative feedback to the RAAS system. Aliskiren is metabolized by CYP3A4. Drug 
interactions have been noted with co-administration of Avapro, Lipitor, ketoconazole, 
and furosemide. Tekturna offers an alternative in the treatment of hypertension, but 
at this time doesn’t offer an advantage over the proven efficacy of existing angiotensin 
converting enzyme (ACE) inhibitor and angiotensin receptor blocker (ARB) classes. 

Total program savings for the PDL classes will be regularly reviewed.
