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School Psychologists

Effective August 1, 2017, Nationally Certified School Psychologists (NCSP) were added as
eligible providers for school-based Individualized Education Plan (IEP) Behavioral Health
Direct Services.

NCSPs who are employed in a duly accredited public or charter school and perform services
within the scope of their employment for such school; and within the scope of their education,
training, and experience, are eligible to enroll and provide services under this program.

The school district must be enrolled as the billing provider. The school-based IEP direct
services program allows the school to receive the federal match portion of funds allocated for
these IEP direct services. Only the direct services in the IEP and up to the amount and
duration identified in the IEP will be considered reimbursable. All behavioral health services
guidelines and limitations, including precertification requirements and daily and monthly limits,
apply to school-based IEP direct services.

The allowable procedure codes for a school psychologist are published in the Provider Bulletin
published on August 24, 2017.

charter school district in the State of Missouri)

e The school district will be the billing provider, not the “performing” school psychologist
